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1) green brook swim club, inc, rules and regulations

The rules and regulations included in this document are for the protection and benefit of all members.  These rules have been established to assure safe and sanitary operations of the pool facilities.

a) Any failure to comply with these rules shall be considered sufficient cause for immediate suspension of pool privileges for the offending member and can also be considered sufficient for cancellation of membership.  

b) It is the responsibility of each bondholder to see that the member’s and member’s guests are aware of and abide by the rules and regulations set forth by the Club.  

c) These rules may be revised or additional rules established at any time by the Board of Governors. 

d) All suggestions must be in writing, signed and mailed to the Board of Governors, P.O. Box 7032, Green Brook, New Jersey, 08812.

2) definitions

Defined terms used in this document will be bolded.

a) Age – Age is determined by the actual birthdate unless otherwise specified.
b) Adult – any person age 18 or over

c) Red Badge – colored badge given to children age 13 and under who pass the red badge test.  

d) Green Badge – colored badge given to children age 13 and under who pass the green badge test.  

3) membership cards 

a) The bondholder, their immediate family and associate members will be issued membership cards.  (Parents residing with bondholders are not entitled to membership cards unless they are associate members.)

b) Membership cards are not transferable.

4) admission

a) Anytime of day

1) Members age 14 and older

(a) alone or 

(b) with members under age 14 or 

(c) with a guest.

2) Members age 13 and under accompanied by a member or guest age 14 or over.

b) Before 6PM with signed parental permission form.

1) Members age 11, 12 or 13 

c) Members must present membership cards when entering pool area.  If a member does not present their card, they must sign in at the office.

d) All guests must be signed in at the office prior to entering the pool area.  

e) Members may not leave without their guest.  

5) guests 

a) There is a daily fee for guest passes.  Rates are available at the main office.

b) Each bondholder with full membership has an allowance of up to twenty-five (25) guest passes per season. 

c) All guests (except non-swimming adult guests) shall be counted against a member’s guest allowance.

6) pool hours 

a)  The pool will be open on preseason weekends as follows:

1) 12:00 noon to 5:30 PM on Saturday and Sunday. 

2) The gates will be closed at 6:00 PM each night.

b) The pool will be open during the regular season as follows:

1) 10:00 AM to 9:30 PM Monday through Saturday.  

2) 12:00 noon to 9:30 p.m. on Sunday

3) The gates will be closed at 10:00 PM each night.

c) The pool may be closed for maintenance operations, health conditions or bad weather. 

d) The main section (lap lane, red zone and green zone) of the pool will periodically be restricted for use by adults only.

e) Scheduled pool parties: the pool will close approximately ½ hour prior to the start of the party.

7) rules - general

a) All persons using the Club facilities must be appropriately attired.  

b) The Green Brook Swim Club, Inc. will not be responsible for any accident or injury in connection with use of the Club facilities.  

c) The Club will not be responsible for loss of, or damage to personal property.  

d) The cost of any property damage caused by a member or member’s guest will be charged to the responsible member.

e) Non-members are not permitted on pool grounds. 

f) The office telephone is for Club business only. 

g) Bicycles should be parked and locked in the bike rack.

h) No abusive or profane language shall be used.

i) Food, refreshments, and beverages shall be consumed only in the picnic area.

j) Members using picnic and recreation areas are required to clean up the area after use.

k) Only spring water bottles and plastic baby bottles will be allowed in the pool area or bathhouses.  All other food must be kept in the picnic area.

l) Report any damage to the pool manager.

m) No alcoholic beverages shall be permitted on the premises.  Appearing intoxicated or bringing alcohol to the pool can result in suspension.  The only exception is for the scheduled adult pool parties.

n) Personal radios are permitted provided their use does not disturb others.

o) Pool furniture and picnic tables may not be reserved.

p) Games and pool furniture are not allowed within 6 feet of the pool and cannot leave the fenced in areas.

q) The parking lot is not to be used as a playground area.

r) Only employees of the Club and board members are allowed in the office, with the exception of emergencies.

s) No gum chewing will be allowed in the pool.

t) No one under age 18 shall be permitted to smoke anywhere on pool grounds.

u) No smoking will be permitted on the sundeck or in the locker rooms or within five (5) feet of pool.

v) No animals shall be allowed in the fenced in areas of the Club with the exception of ‘aid’ dogs.

w) Glass containers, of any kind, will not be allowed in the pool or picnic area. 

x) No running or roughhousing will be allowed in or about the pool area.  

y) Sundeck use will be limited to children entering 7th grade or over.

z) Babies must be changed in the rest room.  Diapers must be tied in plastic bags and placed in the garbage cans.

aa) Inappropriate behavior will not be allowed on the pool grounds.

8) rules - picnic grounds

a) The picnic area will be available to members and their guests during regular pool hours.

b) Fires will be permitted in grills in the picnic area only.  Charcoal will be the only fuel used. 

c) Picnic supplies must be brought into the picnic area through the pass-through gate.  These items should be moved immediately from the table at the gate to the storage tables.   After eating, the picnic tables must be cleaned and supplies returned to the storage tables.

d) Members shall clean their refuse and recycle plastic and aluminum items.

e) Tables shall not be reserved.

f) Children age 8 and over are not allowed on the playground gym set. 

g) Parents are responsible to watch their children in the play area and on playground equipment.

h) Shoes must be worn in the play area and picnic area.

i) Towels and clothing shall not be hung on the gym set or fence.

9) rules - locker rooms

a) Showers and faucets are to be turned off when not in use.  Prolonged showering and shampooing will not be permitted.

b) The use of hair dryers is strictly prohibited.

10) rules - pool

a) Admission to the pool can be refused to anyone wearing a bandage, or with a cold, a cough, an infection, inflamed eyes, or a rash.

b) No air-inflated tubes, swimmies, rafts, jackets, or toys, etc. will be allowed in the main pool with the exception of float night.

c) Swimming shall be prohibited during an electrical storm and/or a thunderstorm.

d) At the sound of the guard’s whistle – one long blast -- everyone shall exit the pool.

e) The pool must be entered by either ladders or steps.  No jumping off the sides.  No lowering of children into the shallow end of the main pool.

f) Diving is permitted only from the diving boards.  No diving is permitted from the edge of the pool or any of the steps or ladders, with the exception of the edge of the diving well while there is a lifeguard on duty.

11) use of pools

a) Kiddie Pool

1) Children age 6 and under.  Disposable swim pants / swim diapers such as those made by Pampers are required for all children who are not toilet trained.  Diapers and training pants are NOT allowed.  Children must be supervised by a person age 14 or over at all times.

b) Roped off small 2-3 foot deep section of main pool limited to:

1) Children between age 3 and 7 who are completely toilet trained.  Disposable swim pants, diapers and training pants are NOT allowed.

c) Lap lanes

1) Children taking a swim test.

2) Anyone age 14 or over swimming laps

d) Red zone – shallow section of the main pool up to the red line 

1) Red badge holders.

2) Non-swimmers if they meet the minimum 41/2 foot height requirement.

3) Children age 3 and over who are completely toilet trained and accompanied by a person age 14 or over.

e) Green zone – deep section of the main pool past the red line

1) Green badge holders.

2) Anyone age 14 or over.

3) All children age 3 and over who are completely toilet trained and accompanied by an adult.

f) Diving pool

1) Green badge holders.

2) Anyone age 14 or over under the maximum weight stated on the signs posted at the diving board.

12) swim tests

Red Badge and Green badge tests are administered once a day, Monday through Friday.  The test will be offered for guests on weekends by special arrangement with the pool manager.  The tests will be administered by personnel approved by the pool management.

a) Children are permitted to take a test once every week.

b) Annual testing is required up to and including age 13.  However, children age 12 and 13 who passed the green badge test at age 11 do not need to retake the test.

c) Red badge test 

1) Minimum requirements to take test – Children age 5 and over.

2) At the deep end of the "Lap Lane," enter the pool and swim to the red line (approx ¾ length of pool) of the pool in the front crawl stroke, with no stopping.  
3) Then tread water for 30 seconds.
4) If in the instructor’s judgement, the child has completed this test successfully, a red badge will be awarded.

d) Green badge test 

1) Minimum requirements to take test – Children age 6 and over.

2) At the deep end of the "Lap Lane," enter the pool and swim the length of the pool in the front crawl stroke, with no stopping.  
3) Upon reaching the shallow end wall, turn and return to the red line using the front crawl stroke.
4) then tread water for 2 minutes
5) If in the instructor’s judgement, the child has completed this test successfully, a green badge will be awarded.
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
