Message from the Board of Governors: 
Welcome to the 2010 Green Brook Swim Club Season! Opening Day is May 29th and we hope to see 
you then! 

The GBSC was established in 1961 and is enjoying nearly 50 years of continuous operation. We draw our 
membership primarily from Green Brook, Dunellen and North Plainfield. In addition to the beautiful sur-

roundings and family atmosphere, what makes the GBSC special is the bond that members hold that 
makes them partial owners of the club. We rely on members to volunteer for the Board of Governors 

and to volunteer for much of the maintenance and work that is needed at the pool. 
 

The board is concerned about the current economic climate,  keeping in mind that we maintain and oper-
ate the pool based on annual membership dues. The GBSC is not subsidized by the town and is required 

to pay a substantial amount in taxes. We have not had to increase the membership bond, however to 
maintain pool operations we have had to increase annual dues. We should also keep in mind that the facil-
ity is closing in on 50 years and is in need of ongoing repairs. These continuing repairs and updating of the 

facility will attract and increase membership. Currently, the GBSC has about 200 memberships and the by-
laws allow for 300 memberships.  At full membership the by-laws would allow for a senior citizen discount 

and at full membership we could consider reducing the annual dues.  
 

One way we can keep expenses in line is to have more families participate in Pre-Season Clean Up. (See 
below for more information). Please let us know if you have any special skills that would be helpful during 

our Pre-Season preparation as well. 
 

We will continue to implement plans for improving the club and attracting new members and ask for your 
help in this venture; it is up to us, as owners to oversee the future of the Green Brook Swim Club.

For exam-
ple, a 2 hour package with 60 or less people is $300, a 3 hour package for the same amount of people is $375.  If it is a chil-

dren's party, one chaperone per 10 children is suggested. Liability insurance in the amount of $1,000,000 is also needed.   

For both types of parties, hosts are responsible for: Food, beverages, paper products or any othe party supplies needed
